● Why do you think God made a rule that “The land shall not be sold in
perpetuity.” (25:23)

poor people. What do those verses tell you about the character of God?

● What blessings for obedience does the Lord speak of in chapter 26?

● What curses for disobedience does He outline?

● What role does repentance play in the final verses of chapter 26?

● What kind of vows are being discussed in chapter 27?

● What was God teaching His people about redemption in chapter 27?

● As we complete our study of Leviticus, what insights from this book do you feel
have been the most valuable?
